California Wild Fires: Response 
There were five major fires in San Diego County.  As of November 4, 2007 the 
Poomacha area fire alone had consumed over 49,000 acres with the Witch 
Creek Fire at almost 198,000 on November 1.  In response the Red Cross has 
set up 26 shelters allowing over 24,000 people overnight stays.  Red Cross was 
able to quickly set up and run shelters thanks to partnerships and cooperation 
with faith-based organiza-
tions and other non-profit 
organizations.  Some 5,000 
Red Cross disaster relief 
workers arrived from all 
around the nation with over 
90% of them volunteers.

Chapter disaster relief work-
ers, left on Wednesday Octo-
ber 24 for San Diego to do their part in the relief efforts.  Linda and Bert Ayl-
ward were assigned to Petco Stadium loading and unloading Emergency Re-
sponse Vehicles and Semis.  Susan Bell and Jill Becker worked as members of a 
community outreach team composed of a mental health worker, a nurse and 
two outreach specialists (Jill and Susan).

In June, the International Conference 
of the Red Cross and Red Crescent

incorporate the new Red Crystal.  This 
ŀƭƭƻǿŜŘ ōƻǘƘ LǎǊŀŜƭΩǎ Magen David 
Adom (MDA) and the Palestinian Red 
Crescent Society to join the Interna-
tional Federation.  That should make it 
easier for the MDA and other societies 
to work abroad safely, leading our 
Movement to save more lives and pre-
vent suffering.  
 
Since Israel gained Statehood in 1948, 
the American Red Cross has fought for 

ǘƘŜ a5!Ωǎ ƛƴŎƭǳǎƛƻƴ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ LƴǘŜǊƴŀπ
tional Federation of Red Cross and Red 
Crescent Societies (ICRC).  To encour-
age action on this issue, since May 
2000, the American Red Cross has 
withheld $45 million in dues to the 
ICRC.  Magen David Adom is now an 
equal partner with the 184 other Na-
tional Societies that comprise the Red 
Cross and Red Crescent Movement. 
 

 

 

These teams followed Emergency Response Vehicles and assessed the needs of 
those in specific communities, reporting these needs back to headquarters.  They 
identified the need for some 300 meals in the city of Ramona alone.  Many indi-
viduals had been out of power for six days and unable to prepare hot meals.  Lois 
Pegel, client services and health care provider was assigned to the Qualcomm 
football stadium where many evacuees went first.  On the way to Qualcomm Lois

teers on their efforts and hard work.  After Qualcomm was cleaned up, Lois was 
transferred to Del Mar where she continued to help with mental health and 
medication situations.  Susan Bell and Jill Becker returned home on November 1, 
the Aylwards on November 5.  The health care workers provided much needed 
emotional and physical support as people coped with the stress of this devastat-
ing fire. 
 
Last year, almost a million volunteers and 35,000 employees helped victims of 
almost 75,000 disasters; taught lifesaving skills to millions; and helped U.S. service 
members separated from their families stay  
connected.
